Technical Specifications 
N.B. The End of the Pier International Film Festival is a DIGITAL film festival. We project digitally and cannot accept 35mm or 16mm film prints or ANY analogue or digital video tape formats. At this time, regrettably, we also cannot accept 2K or 4K Digital Cinema files.
All films must be supplied on DVD for preview in so-called PAL format. I.e. 720x576 50i or 25p. 16:9 anamorphic or 4:3. NO CSS or other copy protection to allow us to compile and copy material for adjudication. Region-Free (Region 0) or Region-2 only. Please check your disk on as many players as possible prior to sending.
If your submission is accepted for screening we request you then supply MPEG2 video files and PCM or AC3 audio files to facilitate show reel compilation etc. These may be burned onto DVD-ROM (I.e. Unauthored data disk) or supplied on external hard disk or USB memory stick. (Audio can be in stereo or 5.1. N.B If mono, please ensure it is presented as stereo i.e. twin mono.)
If your submission is accepted and was originated in HD (720p, 1080i or 1080p) then we request you supply MP4 files with AC-3 audio either on hard disk, USB stick or, if it fits, on BD-ROM for compilation and projection.  
Note 1:  Aspect Ratios
Our standard projection aspect ratio is full frame 16:9. Submissions in 4:3 aspect ratio will be projected with black bars on either side. Submissions in other aspect ratios, e.g. 2.35:1 will be projected with black bars top and bottom (letterboxed). 

N.B. We have received previously a number of submissions that are in 16:9 format but with black bars top and bottom and left and right. Please try to avoid this due to the unavoidable loss of resolution.
Note 2:  Submissions from 60Hz countries, e.g. the USA, should avoid using pull-down if at all possible. 

Note 3:  Subtitles
If your submission is not English language, please send a DVD with BURNED IN English subtitles.

N.B. Separate DVD subtitle tracks are not acceptable and will not be seen.
General notes
Films will be previewed on DVD only.  

Films made specifically for television broadcasting will not be accepted as part of the competition.

Only feature length films that are UK PREMIERES and at least 60 minutes in duration will be accepted into the feature film competition.  

Only film genres contained in the list of categories on the front page of this form will be accepted into the feature film competition.

Only a selected short list of competition entries will be screened at the film festival.  The festival organizers may choose not to screen any of the feature films submitted and this is at their discretion.

All films must have an accompanying trailer.  Unless by prior written agreement, the festival organizers will not undertake the promotion of any film submitted or film screening, nor act as agent for such promotion outside the festival.  Any promotion will be as detailed in a separate document and not relating to the competition entry nor having any influence on the outcome of adjudication of the competition entry.  
The festival organizers will not represent filmmakers or their work in any commercial market without prior express agreement of terms for such representation.  
Adjudication and Awards
Each category of entries will be previewed by the festival team.  A panel of industry adjudicators will review the selected entries and their decision will be final.  Winners will only be announced on the Awards Presentation Evening. Date TBA.

Dates and categories of screenings will be published at a later date. Final screening programmes will not be available until at least two weeks after the March 1st 2011 submissions deadline and will be posted on the festival website: www.eotpfilmfestival.co.uk. 

There will be a number of awards presented on that evening. These will include sponsored awards for the nominated categories as well as individual awards for exceptional work.  

All submitters will be invited to attend both the festival gala and awards presentation. All award winners should make every effort to attend the awards presentation, or send a representative to collect any award presented.

A full listing of the 2011 eotp award categories will be made available on the festival website: www.eotpfilmfestival.co.uk.  Nonetheless; the festival reserves the right to suspend any category where no submissions of sufficiently high quality are received.

THE END OF THE PIER INTERNATIONAL FILM FESTIVAL exists to support and promote the work of independent film makers

Film Specs. Only films of at least 60 minutes duration or less will be accepted as part of the competition. Films under 60  minutes in length will only be considered on a non-competitive basis for show case subject to overall submission numbers and programme running times.  Non-nominated films may be exhibited at a number of venues in the festival area over the course of the festival.
Films made specifically for television broadcasting will not be accepted as part of the competition.  Other films may be considered as show cases for general screenings. 

Initial submissions failing to meet the Technical Specifications described on page three will not be considered.  The principles who have submitted films which are selected to be screened must provide a suitable screening copy if requested by the festival organisers.   No preview or screening copy of any film will be returned to the sender without a pre-paid stamped addressed envelope being enclosed with the submission.  

Promotion. The festival organisers may keep any film, or publicity material they require to promote the festival and its screening.  However, the festival organizers do not undertake to promote any submitted film or the work of film makers, outside of the festival, or act as agent for such, and will not represent film makers or their work in any commercial markets either in the UK or abroad.  

If a nominated film maker seeks to have the nominated entry promoted, this will only be done by prior express agreement as detailed in a separate document and not relating to the competition entry nor having any influence on the outcome of adjudication of the competition entry.
Exhibition.  Unless you specifically indicate that you do not wish us to upon submission of this entry form, we reserve the right to use content of any film submitted, be it stills or moving images, as promotional material for use when promoting the current and future film festivals.  This may include extracts or entire films, either in compilation or individual form, as part of a DVD or other digital recording, for any broadcast medium, including the internet, satellite, cable, etc. 
The festival organizers will not pass on for commercial gain any content to third party broadcasters.

Deadlines & Fees.  Preview entries (DVD only), must be in our office by March1st 2010 for certification purposes. No film submitted after that will be entered.  No film will be considered without the appropriate entry fee.  Entrants whose work is chosen for exhibition will be notified as to acceptance and screening date/time/venue.

All entrants must post their DVD preview and screening copies to the address indicated on page two with the correct postage.  The festival does not accept any liability for items lost in the post, held up by customs, or held up due to duty payable.

No submission fees will be returnable due to any submission failing to be screened for whatever reason.  

Releases and Authorizations. You must have written permission from all the people appearing in your film.  This is usually accomplished by means of a signed release form, and it is the film-makers responsibility to obtain this permission.

Copyright & Distribution Rights. All music used in films in whatever category submitted to this festival must have permission from the writers or owners of that particular piece of music in writing. The festival organisers do not accept any legal or financial responsibility for copyright infringements on works shown at this festival, or any other screening events. It is up to the individual film maker to seek permission for use of copyrighted music for their particular film.

If a film has a current theatrical or broadcast distribution deal in place then authorization from all interested parties to enter this competition must be included together with this entry form.   Submission may be declined if any ambiguity exists regarding free exhibition and distribution of the entry.

By submitting your work to this festival you also accept that, as promotion of our festival (as described above) we may forward your film for showcase to any of our partner festivals as representative of the work submitted to end of the pier.

You. Only successful nominated entrants will be notified.  All successful entrants will be invited to attend their screening and all the general festival events, including the opening gala and awards presentation.  We may want to take photos of you or with you, or arrange for interviews for the press and media, but we are not under obligation to.  

All competitors are invited to attend any and all of the screening events together with a guest.  Due to the high costs of hiring venues it will not be possible to offer competitors or their guests any more than two complimentary tickets to their nominated screening session.  

The terms of this submission form do not affect your statutory rights as an individual film maker.
Any film maker submitting material in whatever format into the festival has the right to withhold permission for his or her film to be used in any manner stated above. Withheld permission will not have an adverse effect on filmmaker’s statutory rights and will have no influence in determining inclusion into the festival what-so-ever. 
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
