FORMAT:

Stories must be in Arial, Times New Roman or Verdana 12 point type, double spaced, on single-sided A4 paper with no bindings or staples.  

Stories may not exceed a maximum of 4000 words in length (not including the title page).  

The writer(s) names must only appear on the title page, but each subsequent page must include the story title in its header.  

We will need a PDF of the story on request once the entry has been processed.  

Please ensure you keep a copy of your entry as we will not return your story to you.

ADJUDICATION AND AWARDS:

Each category of entries will be previewed by the festival team and judged within its category.  Winners in each category will be judged to identify an overall winner of this competition for Best Unpublished Short Story.  

The winner of the 2011 Short Story Competion will be announced during the 2011 eotp International Film Festival. Date and time TBA. Short Story finalists will be invited to attend the festival gala and awards presentation. All award winners should make every effort to attend the awards presentation, or send a representative to collect any award presented.

The winning short story will be at the centre of eotp's forthcoming 2012 Adaptation Competition. The winning story will be posted on the eotp International Film Festival website sometime between the close of the 2011 festival and the opening of 2012 submissions on 1st July 2011. Submissions will be open to all to adapt it into a short film script of no more than 15 pages for submission to the 2012 Adaptation Competition.

The 2011 Short Story winner will be eligible to adapt their own winning story and enter the 2012 Adaptation Competition.

If you DO NOT wish your short story to be a part of the 2012 Adaptation Competition DO NOT ENTER. 

EOTP UNPRODUCED SHORT FILM SCRIPTWRITING COMPETITION TERMS AND CONDITIONS:

THE END OF THE PIER INTERNATIONAL FILM FESTIVAL exists to support and promote the work of independent film makers and writers.

Stories submitted must be the original work of the author entering them, and must not have been previously published commercially. Stories that do not meet the Format requirements described above may be disqualified.

Entrants may be invited to attend workshops or additional sessions during the festival week but attendance will have no bearing on the outcome of adjudication.  We may want to take photos of you or with you, or arrange for interviews for the press and media, but we are not under obligation to.  

If an entry has been co-written then all authors must provide consent to enter the competition via signature and inclusion of contact details on page 2 of this entry form.  If needed, additional names and details can be provided on the reverse of page 2 with an indication on the face of multiple authors.

Promotion. The festival organisers do not undertake to promote any submitted work, outside of the festival, or act as agent for such, and will not represent authors or their work in any commercial markets either in the UK or abroad.  

Distribution. Excerpts from scripts entered and/or from their synopses may be used for promotion on the eotp website, festival programme or other promotional material. eotp undertakes to duly note the authorship of any text used for such purposes as well as on any copy of the submitted work distributed to eotp contacts.  Submission to this competition constitutes a grant of use to copy and distribute the story to eotp festival contacts without restriction for the purposes of adjudication and consultation.  

Deadlines & Fees.  Submissions must be in our office by March 1st 2011. No work submitted after that will be entered.  No story will be considered without the appropriate entry fee.  

The festival does not accept any liability for submissions lost in the post, held up by customs, or held up due to duty payable.  eotp will not pay any duties or postal charges for competition entries so entrants must ensure they have paid all fees on posting.
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
