ADJUDICATION AND AWARDS

Short films will be selected by the festival team for their ideas, creativity, technical ability and overall quality.  The three categories we group entries into are:  Under 12’s, 12 through 14 years, and 15 through 17 years old.
There will be a number of awards presented to young filmmakers, including individual awards for exceptional work.  Award winners should make every effort to attend the awards presentation, or send someone in their place to collect any award presented.

A panel of judges will decide on the winners for each age category.  Their decision is final and no correspondence will be entered into.  Winners will only be announced on the Awards Presentation Evening. Date TBA.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS
The end of the pier international film festival is an open competition that aims to promote the work of young filmmakers made independently or with assistance.  Entries can be film, animation or film related creative work made by children and young people under 18 but over 5.  

All young filmmaker entrants must have consent from their parent(s) or guardian(s) to enter as the competition because the age of majority in England is 18.  Entrants must also get written permission and consent from others who appear in the film.  If you are a teacher/workshop provider/etc, this is usually accomplished by means of a signed release form, and it is the your responsibility to obtain permissions prior to submitting the short for competition.
Preview entries (DVD only), must be in our office by March1st 2011 for certification purposes. No film submitted after that will be entered.  Entrants whose work is chosen for exhibition will be notified as to acceptance and screening date/time/venue.

All entrants must post their DVD preview and screening copies to the address indicated on page three with the correct postage.  The festival does not accept any liability for items lost in the post, held up by customs, or held up due to duty payable.

We will use the information provided to contact you regarding your entry and screenings.  We will not pass your details on to any other organization without prior consent.  The festival organizers will not pass on for commercial gain any content to third party broadcasters.
